Preference will be given to applicants from Europe and with knowledge of nonlinear control and background in computer science.  

In the framework of the project candidate will have 3 main responsibilities. 
· First is to conduct research which will be directed to bridge the gap and unify the experience of two groups in the department.
· The second responsibility of the candidate is to prepare and give an introductory course in Hybrid Control Systems for the M.Sc. and Ph.D. level students.
· Participation in the supervision of B.Sc. students.
Additionally fellow may be asked to organize regular seminar for graduate students.

Position is available for 2 years. Monthly salary is 2000 €. Additional funding for attending conferences is available.
